Flagship programmes are a top-down drive to address the current
and future needs of the manufacturing sector in South Africa.
Through pre-identified interventions, in areas that have been
prioritised not only according to need but also in terms of existing
expertise. These programmes are also designed to set South
Africa’s manufacturing sector apart as niche producers of certain
technologies.

The two multi-partnership based programmes were initiated in
2006 and consist of a number of projects at different life-cycle
stages and a partnership mix of academia and industry research
providers.

The two programmes can be briefly described as follows:

Advanced Light Weight Materials:

This programme seeks to increase competence and capacity in South
Africa in the research and development (R&D) of fibre reinforced
composite materials, with particular application to the aerospace and
automotive manufacturing sectors.
