The quotation is for the procurement of two tea bag packaging machines that are widely used
for packaging and making bags for granule, powder, tea, herbs, seeds, Chinese wolfberry,
coffee beans, coffee powder and spices, amongst other uses.

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6 EVALUATION PROCESS AND CRITERIA

The RFQ will be evaluated as per the following:

Phase 1 — Elimination Criteria

The bidders will be evaluated on the elimination criteria as stated in Point 6.1 below. Bidders
that are eliminated during this phase will not be evaluated further on price and preference
points.

Phase 2 - Price and Preference Points Evaluation
Bidders will be evaluated as per the preference points system stated in point 6.2 below.

6.1 Elimination Criteria
